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Controlled Substance Prescription Policy:

We need 24-48 hours notice for our nursing staff to prepare your prescription.
The following policy applies to Ritalin, Concerta, Metadate, Methylin, Adderall (both regular and XR), and Dexedrine prescriptions.

These medications are controlled substances.  Prescriptions for these medications must be hand-written and can only provide a thirty-day supply.  When you see that the patient’s stimulant medication is running low, you need to call our office for a refill.  You will need to provide the office staff with the following information:

Name of medication

Regular or slow release

Dosage amount (5mg, 10mg, 20mg, etc.)

Amount taken (example: 1-10mg in a.m. and 1-5mg at noon)

When you would like the prescription ready

Prescriptions written for controlled substances for patients in the Wichita area are to be picked up by patients (if over 18), parents, guardians or spouses.  The area for patients required to pick up prescriptions include any cities within a 30-mile radius of Wichita.  This includes:  Andover, Augusta, Belle Plaine, Benton, Derby, Goddard, Mulvane, Sedgwick, Towanda, Udall, and Valley Center.  Prescriptions for patients outside of this area will be mailed.  Please keep mailing time in mind when calling on a refill, we will need the 24-48 hours to get your script ready plus the time required in getting the prescription to you by mail.
Please call before you come in to make sure that the prescription is ready at the front desk.  Due to the serious nature of controlled prescriptions it is important that these prescriptions be handled with care.
